Archaeological sites -
crime scenes

The topic about the protection of the movable cultural
valuables and of the immovable cultural heritage of Bul-
garia is as pressing as ever. In the last few decades, numer-
ous sites of our cultural and historical heritage have become
victims of hijacking. Among them, the archaeological sites
have been subjected to the greatest extent to various en-
croachments - devastation, destruction, damaging, pillag-
ing, trading, exporting, and trafficking of artefacts. All these
criminal activities have turned the archaeological sites into
crime scenes.

The rich archaeological heritage of Bulgaria is the product
of the material and spiritual culture of the tribes and peo-
ples that inhabited present-day Bulgarian territories from
the deepest antiquity to the 18th c. In terms of numbers
and diversity of archaeological sites, Bulgaria joins the first
ranks in Europe, together with countries like Greece, ltaly,
and Spain. In the automated information system Archaeo-
logical Map of Bulgaria, there are more than 21,000 regis-
tered archaeological sites, and their actual number should
be significantly larger.

The “unlicensed excavations’, i.e. looting, not only destroy
the material remains, but also impede creating an adequate
reconstruction of the life in the past. When devastating ar-
chaeological sites, looters deprive us from the context in
which the remains of the material and spiritual culture are
discovered. In the 20th c., the introduction of interdiscipli-
nary analyses in archaeology resulted in the establishing of
the concept of the archaeological context of the artefact.
Exploring the context, i.e. all elements of the environment
of a given find, provides the archaeologist with the testi-
monies used for reconstructing the life in the past and the
development of the societies. Various artefacts discovered
in their context enable the search for the answers of many
questions. Who were these people? How did they live, what
did they do? The study of the ceramic vases discovered at
archaeological sites could reveal the technology used for
producing them. The painstaking analysis of the clay that
was used could allow pinpointing the deposits that were
exploited. Thus, trade relations and interactions with other
cultures could be traced. The discovery of animal and plant
remains could offer evidence about the development of the
economy and the paleoenvironment, and shed light on the
feeding behavior and the diet of the ancient humans - for
example, what domestic animals they raised. The complete

and systematic registration of such data help the experts to
date the archaeological sites, as well as to determine how
people influenced the environment and how they adapted
to climatic and ecological changes in the past. Combining
archaeological and interdisciplinary evidence allows for a
wider range of possibilities to interpret and to obtain new
knowledge of the past and of the material and spiritual cul-
ture in various periods.

For this reason, protecting our archaeological heritage is
of utmost importance, because only through systematic in-
vestigations one could reconstruct the picture of life in the
distant past. This past belongs not only to us who live today
in present-day Bulgaria, but also to the humankind and to
those that will succeed us.

The looters are driven by the only motif they care about -
the prospect to sell for profit what they have discovered on
the illegal market for cultural valuables. In 1940, the great
Bulgarian social psychologist Ivan Hadzhijski published his
article entitled “The psychology of our treasure-hunting’,
where he defined this activity as a lumpenized way to fol-

low a path to an individual solution of the issue of wealth or
poverty (Xagxuiickn 1940, 326). And while the looters are
the visible destroyers, there are also secret commissioners
of such crimes — dealers and collectors. These are organized
crime groups that encroach on the archaeological heritage.
International market, auctions, and dealers of antiquities
also stimulate looting and illegal traffic (Bacunesa 2009, 23).
Often, experts become accessories in the process of “legaliz-
ing”looted artefacts by publishing catalogues of private col-
lections that lack information about their provenance. The
same could be achieved by temporary or permanent exhi-
bitions of such collections in various museums (Bacunesa
2009, 26-27). Thus, collecting antiquities could lead to fur-
ther clandestine excavations, that is to destroying and loot-
ing of archaeological sites, resulting in depriving the finds
from an irretrievable wealth of knowledge - the knowledge
about their context (Cugepuc 2017, 10).

The topic about protecting our archaeological heritage is
important not only for the experts in the field. It has social,
cultural, and economic dimensions'. Therefore, crimes relat-
ed to destroying archaeological sites have significant effects
that pertain to many institutions and even to the personal
interests of the citizens. In addition to the erased evidence
about the ancient societies and the loss of historical memo-
ry, the pillaging of archaeological sites makes it difficult and
in many cases impossible to open them to the public. When
archaeological sites are destroyed, their environment is also
affected. Thus, it becomes impossible to preserve, present,
and promote the archaeological site as a museum in situ.
The effects are irreversible and lead to financial losses due
to the impossibility to make such sites attractive for cultural
tourism.

Already with the creation of the modern Bulgarian state
in the late 19th c,, the great significance of the archaeologi-
cal heritage was realized and legal and institutional founda-
tions were laid for its protection — a process that was not
without controversies and not always provided good re-
sults. Therefore, solving the problem with the clandestine
“excavations’, i.e. with the looting of archaeological sites, is
not only a matter of legislation, but also of awareness about
how precious they are for shaping our memory of the past.

Throughout its existence, the National Archaeological In-
stitute with Museum has been among the leading museum
and research institutions responsible for the protection of
the archaeological heritage. Already with its establishment
with a decree of Prince Ferdinand in 1892, the then Na-
tional Museum became the main center that took care of
the protection of the rich cultural and historical heritage of

We would like to express our deep gratitude to the numer-
ous officers of the law enforcement agencies of Republic of
Bulgaria for their worthy contribution to fighting the en-
croachments on our cultural and historical heritage. Quite
often, they find themselves in disadvantageous position in
terms of resources and technical and personal equipment.
Nonetheless, these efforts and the results from the work of
many honest people and good professionals at the Ministry
of Interior indicate that the battle should be fought and can
be won.

The war against cultural
heritage

The demand for cultural values and the thirst for rapid en-
richment is a disease of each epoch. It is enough to mention
the treasure-hunting in the tombs of the Egyptian pharaohs
immediately after being enclosed more than four thousand
years ago, and the efforts of the priests to preserve them,
moving them to hiding-places in the rock necropoleis. As
regards the Bulgarian lands, a significant example is the
plunder of the Sveshtari tomb in Antiquity, done shortly af-
ter the funeral ritual and ascertained by archaeologists after
thorough research. There are also a number of examples of
tombs in the mound necropoleis in Kazanlak and Starosel
plundered in the past.

Treasure-hunting is a perpetual problem of each epoch
and is deeply rooted at all levels of social stratigraphy. Our
country is located at the crossroads where a number of dif-
ferent cultures have been encountered over the last ten
thousand years. Many tribes, peoples, countries, world em-
pires have been settled for longer or shorter periods leaving
a lasting mark. The Balkans and the Bulgarian lands in par-
ticular are registered as one of the richest regions of archaeo-
logical sites in Europe, as regards their density and variety,
and important cultural and historical values not only for re-
gional but also for the entire course of European history. That
explains why the treasure hunters are particularly interested
in these regions, including the territory of the Republic of
Bulgaria.

The organized process for collecting and systematically
describing the antiquities discovered within the country has
begun ever since the establishment of the Third Bulgarian
State. The National Museum, legitimized in 1892 by the edict
of Ferdinand, the Royal Prince, became the main repository
of cultural and historical values collected all over the coun-
try and the center of research of different historical eras that
left lasting traces on the territory of modern Bulgaria. Even
at this early stage, there are indicative examples of mutually
beneficial cooperation between law enforcement agencies
and museums adopted in their attempts to preserve the
cultural and historical heritage of the country. One such ex-
ample is the Valchitran treasure (the biggest gold treasure of
the Bronze Age in Europe) confiscated in 1924 for the benefit
of generations, thanks to the rapid reaction police force in
Pleven and the staff of the National Museum in Sofia.

After 1946, the Republic of Bulgaria began to strengthen
the museum work and to change the legal basis for preser-

vation of the cultural and historical heritage. The national
register of cultural monuments was hereby established. The
role of the National Archaeological Museum at the Bulgar-
ian Academy of Sciences grew. In 1959, the National Institute
for Cultural Monuments with branches in Plovdiv and Veliko
Tarnovo was established. In 1969, a new Law on Monuments
of Culture and Museums was promulgated. Inspectors for
monitoring the cultural monuments were appointed to the
Regional Inspectorates for Culture. Since the Law on Cultural
Monuments and Museums has been issued, a series of trials
about encroachment on archaeological monuments and il-
legally acquired cultural values began in 1971. Though muf-
fled, these trials revealed the existence of a scheme whereby
the cultural values of the treasure hunters reach the upper
levels of social stratigraphy. Regardless of the efforts of the
state at that time, treasure hunting continued to be an incur-
able disease because of the low sanctions provided by the
law, as well as the lack of preferences. In the period between
1974 and 1981, marking the celebration of the 1300th an-
niversary of the foundation of the Bulgarian State and the
development of the cult of the Bulgarian history, the well-
organized treasure hunting expanded along with the boom
in archaeological excavations and conservation and resto-
ration works of entire archaeological complexes. Not only
private individuals, but also employees in some state struc-
tures, including the Ministry of Interior and the Ministry of
National Education were involved in it. At that time, treasure
hunters’ associations and field squads became organization-
ally strengthened.

These negative phenomena require an adequate response
from the state and the law enforcement agencies, in par-
ticular the Ministry of Interior. Since the establishment of a
special structure within the Ministry of Interior in 1984 to
counteract organized crime for the illegal acquisition and il-
licit trafficking of cultural goods within and outside Bulgaria
and the respect of the crime bosses, the illegal traffic was sig-
nificantly reduced and the internal black market was limited.

The political, economic and social changes that have oc-
curred since 1989, have led to the beginning of an extremely
difficult period for the cultural and historical heritage of the
country. The encroachment of archaeological sites and mov-
able cultural values found on their territory grew enormous-
ly in the period of transition. The unemployment, the frantic
search for livelihood, the desire for quick profits relevant to
the spirit of modern times, and the immense development
of criminality in these troubled times have led to enormous
expansion of treasure hunting. The economic crisis and the
subsequent collapse of law enforcement and country’s mu-
seum system, leaving the archaeological monuments for
a long time defenseless against the brutal attacks has also
played a negative role.

An eloquent example is to be found in the necropolis

near the village of Muletarovo, Sandanski Municipality. Al-
most the whole village was included in the organized treas-
ure hunting (like the villages of the fellahin in Egypt in the
18th —19th century, where it was organized business). Many
people were actively involved in the search for terracotta
figurines of the Roman period and other artefacts from the
necropolis. In the troubled years of transition, these illegal
revenues helped villagers to make a living. The same phe-
nomenon is registered on the land of the village of Archar,
Vidin region - the ancient colony of Ratiaria, the seat of Ro-
man legions stationed to guard the borders of the Roman
Empire. The whole land of the village has been dug up by
treasure hunters and village workers. Gradually, however, the
search for alternative livelihoods has been rapidly developed
an organizational structure and has expanded to a broad
criminal network composed of people who are not socially
disadvantaged or experiencing a lack of funds. This network
is well-structured and stratified. Relations with internal and

international channels of trafficking in objects of cultural and
historical value are strengthened. Unfortunately, this process
continues up to the present moment, as also evidenced by
the latest TV reports. The saga of the “Kazanlak Valley of the
Kings” - the plundering of numerous necropoleis with Thra-
cian tombs and heroons in the area of Seuthopolis may serve
as a literary basis for a crime novel. The conflict between the
team of the prominent Bulgarian archaeologist Georgi Kitov
and the treasure hunters presents an indicative example and
an overall view of the state of cultural policy for preserving
cultural heritage and fighting against the encroachments of
the national identity, and hence the pillars of the country.
For the time being, the fight with the treasure hunters is of-
ten lost by the state structures responsible for guarding and
preserving cultural values, due to lack of technical resources.
The lack of funding for law enforcement prevention, modern
means of archaeological investigation, and targeted fund-
ing for excavations is a prerequisite to be in arrears with the
treasure hunters’ encroachments. As regards the fight with
treasure hunting, in most cases the law enforcement offic-
ers and scientificand museum specialists can only record the
violations without being able to prevent them.

The export of cultural values and the relation with other
criminal channels — drugs, smuggling, prostitution, traffick-
ing in people and weapons - are the basis for funding the
treasure hunting mafia. Especially dangerous offence is the
relation with agents affiliated with the large auctions houses
in the Western countries, antique shops and museums. Such
an example is the medieval silver plate from Pazardzhik region
holding tremendous historical value to the country, which was
advertised for sale in the famous auction house Christie’s, de-
spite the note of protest sent by the Bulgarian government.

According to reports of the Ministry of Interior, the inter-
est of the foreign collectors in antiquities found in Bulgaria
began to become manifest in the 1970s. The study of Thra-
cian antiquity began to take a special place in the Bulgar-
ian scholarship, then the first international exhibitions were
held and the contacts with foreign scholars who undertook
regular visits to the country to participate in symposia and
scholarly conferences were intensified. Foreigners were in-
trigued by the high concentration of ancient monuments in
our lands and began to look for contacts.

Bulgaria falls into a region where some interesting histori-
cal periods have left long-lasting traces to which collectors
around the world demonstrate a great interest. The geo-
graphical location of the Balkans favors the meeting of dif-
ferent cultures and civilizations. The Thracian, Greek and Ro-
man periods are of particular importance for the collectors.

The antiquities dated to the period after the establishment
of the Bulgarian state are given considerably less critical at-
tention by the collectors from the Western countries. On the
other hand, draconian laws against antiquities smuggling
were introduced in the legislation in the other countries in
the region abundant in valuable antiquities, such as Greece,
Italy and Turkey. Compared with the neighbouring countries,
the light punitive measures create a niche of adoption for
the criminal structures. That determines the turbulent devel-
opment and the new directions of treasure hunting in our
country.

According to press reports, there are about 20,000 — 25,000
Thracian mounds, consecrated grounds, ancient settle-
ments, fortresses, etc. in Bulgaria. A very large number of
them are dug over, excavated or destroyed. The number of

treasure hunters in a given area is generally proportional to
the number of the ancient monuments — most of them are to
be found in the Sub-Balkan area, around Kazanlak, Shumen
region, Razgrad region, Yambol region, as well as in Haskovo
region and Harmanli region.

The modern technology — metal detectors and scanners
detecting metal finds a few meters below ground surface, al-
lows even the illiterate people to dig into mounds, believed
to contain ancient artefacts. Frontload truck, excavators, and
trucks are also used in excavating artefacts. Thus, a unique
Thracian mound near the village of Rozino, Kazanlak region,
was destroyed in 1995. It is explained, as in other cases, by
the fact that the Bulgarian cultural and historical heritage is
not guarded, there is loose legislative writing and the state
did not take a more active position in this area. The organ-
ized treasure hunting on registered or unregistered archaeo-
logical sites has become a daily routine. There are a number
of gaps in the regulations that are actively used by treasure
hunters and lawyers to defend them in court proceedings.

The nature of criminal activity related to cultural values
speaks of the stability of criminal formations, built criminal
structures, and integration with related organizations. That
has resulted in an increase in theft, embezzlement, and mis-
appropriation of churches, monasteries, chapels, museums,
museum collections, thefts from archaeological excavations,
illegal excavations, and thefts from galleries. These interven-
tions lead to a large accumulation of illegal income, as for-
eign citizens, with some of them being part of international
channels of this kind of crime, are also involved in it.

effectively functional channels for trafficking in people and
drugs act as a catalyst and, by way of example, lead to the
rapid development of mass crime connected with trafficking
in cultural values.

Thousands of archaeological sites (registered and unreg-
istered) on the territory of Bulgaria and numerous religious
temples are another favorable factor. The main working
methods involved the use of factorial or homemade metal
detectors, illegal excavations of archaeological sites, and
burglary in temples. Subsequently, movable cultural values
are offered for sale at relatively low prices. The artefacts are
bought by intermediaries and retailers (dealers) - at low and
medium level - who advance and specialize in specific areas
along with the development of the market. There is a cen-
tral figure in these structures holding a leadership position
in organizing a channel for the export of illegally acquired
cultural values and supplying the markets in Europe and the
United States.

Excavations of mounds, settlements and fortresses are one
way to provide artefacts. The other possibility is museum
theft. Such is the case of the statue of the resting Heracles
stolen from the Regional Museum of History in Vidin, as well
as with the theft of the statue of Asclepius discovered in the
ancient city of Nicopolis ad Istrum, Veliko Tarnovo region.
Both statues were returned thanks to the adequate reaction
of the Ministry of Interior. Numerous statues, sculptures and

men, one of woman and one head of a child — were to be
exported. Another serious incident is related to an encroach-
ment on the Regional Museum of Archaeology in Plovdiv.
An extremely valuable helmet-mask of the early Roman im-
perial period was stolen after armed robbery in 1996 and
the criminals even shot the museum’s guards at the attack.
Twenty years later, the Ministry of Interior services succeed-
ed in finding and returning the priceless exhibit.

Another way of making money is to fake ancient artefacts.
Coins and various pieces of metalwork take a particular
place. There are masters of counterfeiting in Bulgaria and
even prominent experts find it hard to see the difference. An-
other widespread practice is the correction and conversion
of authentic movable cultural values to make them more at-
tractive for sale on the black market.

All the above-mentioned phenomena - treasure hunting
and illegal discoveries, illegal export, thefts, falsification -
cover a wide range of problems related to Bulgaria’s cultural
and historical heritage and its current status. This is part of
the present reality in Bulgaria. Artefacts, most of them im-
portant sources of information related to our history, are ex-
ported abroad through channels known and unknown.

These authentic testimonies of our cultural and historical
memory became subject to interpretation by different peo-
ple, as some of them intentionally and deliberately make at-
tempt to change their provenance, origin and cultural and
historical value. Thus, the same “conscientious” people spec-
ulate with historical facts and phenomena, trying to distort
the historical truth.

On the other hand, cultural values have a significant im-
pact on modern economic development, as they become
substitutes for the gold cover of paper money. At the same
time, the auction markets of cultural values become a prior-
ity for the development of the economy and the formation
of a modern efficient model in the field of investment and
insurance. Therefore, cultural values are the immediate basic
factors for the sustainable development of society, the state
and the nation, not only in terms of strengthening the na-
tional identity, but also as an important factor in pursuing a
targeted fiscal policy.

Italian expert Prof. Elio Galasso, Director of Museo del San-
nio in Benevento, one of Italy’s most prominent museum spe-
cialists, said the following words in a lecture given to scholars
in Sofia in 1992: “Italy has no oil wells like Saudi Arabia. Our
“oil wells” are the numerous Italian museums and archaeo-
logical sites of all ages. Annually, the museum visits provide
for the state eight billion dollars from foreigners. The future
of Bulgaria is also in its past, in exhibiting cultural values, in
Bulgarian museums, in cultural tourism along with eco- and
rural tourism, in the preservation of the magnificent Bulgar-
ian nature, which, unfortunately, Italy lost in the days of wild
capitalism”.

Greedy stares ever farther
back into the past

Since time immemorial, the eastern parts of the Balkan
Peninsula were a crossroad of global processes in the his-
tory of humankind. In various historical periods, the most
significant cultural influences in the history of Europe and
the Eastern Mediterranean travelled back and forth through
this important gateway. Through here, as early as the Early
Paleolithic some 1.5 million years ago, the first members of
the genus Homo penetrated Europe. Through here, follow-
ing the river valleys some 8000 years ago, the first farmers
from the Middle East and Asia Minor arrived on the peninsu-
la, settled in its fertile land and then gradually disseminated
the Neolithic culture to the farthest corners of Europe. From
the Balkans, the first metals were introduced in the everyday
life and the economy of prehistoric Europe, and the oldest
worked gold in the human history — from about 4500 BC -
comes from present-day Bulgaria. The riches of the Varna
Chalcolithic necropolis are world-famous and have been
presented in leading museums all over the globe. The early
traces of human presence in present-day Bulgarian territory
are numerous and extremely diverse. Today, these riches
are not only a blessing, but also a curse due to ever heavier
damage that looting causes also to the prehistoric sites in
the country. Nowadays, the plunderers of our past and iden-
tity are ever more often educated people that know well the
historical periods, their main specifics and the features of
their material culture. Unfortunately, educated is not always
equal to civilized. Ever more often, the attention of the loot-
ers turns not only to the Iron Age, the Classical Greek and
Roman Antiquity, and the Middle Ages, but to Prehistory as
well. The remains of the earliest human settlements in our
lands fall prey to their encroachments. They unscrupulously
excavate and destroy ancient cultural layers in caves and
millennia-old settlement mounds. They look for and ruth-
lessly dig out not only metal items, but also pottery, clay,
bone, and marble figurines, adornments, stone tools, etc.
Harsh examples are the settlement mounds at Kableshkovo,
Kosharna, Svetlen, Zvezda, Nevski, etc., the caves on the
Belyakovo Plateau, in the Iskar Gorge, etc.

Unfortunately, the vandal digging up of these archaeo-
logical sites erases irretrievably the information they safe-
guarded for millennia that would never get the chance to
be uncovered, recorded, and reconstructed for the future
generations. The only way to get to know these illiterate so-
cieties is to reveal their unique culture to Europe and the

world by means of painstaking archaeological investiga-
tions. What generations of scholars investigate for many
years or even decades is now destroyed by looters in a mat-
ter of days and is lost for good.

These erased pages of the Prehistory are important not
only for us, but for Europe and Western Asia as well, as
present-day Bulgaria was an important link in these early
periods of the human development. The responsibility to
preserve this rich prehistoric heritage surpasses our borders
and the efforts of the officers of the Ministry of Interior and
the archaeologists need a more active European help and
support.

Chasing metals

The appearance of the metals in the everyday life of the
ancient man played a crucial role for the progress and the
development of the society. The new materials that enabled
better efficiency of labour, the creation of more efficient
weapons, the emergence of important economic activi-
ties, the accumulation of surplus and the evolution of the
social structure, were a major catalyst that played an impor-
tant role in various historical periods. Present-day Bulgar-
ian lands were the cradle of the European metallurgy. From
here, some 7000 years ago, metals and the related new
technologies began their journey to the European conti-
nent. Copper, gold and silver, and later alloys like the arsenic
bronze and the tin bronze were gradually introduced into
the life of the ancient man. Present-day Bulgaria holds many
traces of these processes that are of major importance for
our past and our cultural and historical heritage.

Unfortunately, in recent decades, metal items from vari-
ous periods became the main target of looting — a coveted
prey that pushes beyond any limits the looters’brutality and
vandalism. There are numerous reasons for this situation.

The items of precious and non-ferrous metals were often
a token of the higher social status of their owner and are of-
ten of high material and artistic value. Due to their qualities,
they are usually well preserved in the ground. Unlike them,
artefacts of organic material do not survive in most cases
and we have mostly indirect evidence about them.

In the last decades, the development of modern technol-
ogy brought to the market ever more sophisticated tools
(metal detectors, scanners, magnetometers, etc.) that en-
able not only the quick localization of the metal finds un-
derground, but also the preliminary remote identification
of the material they are made of (precious, non-ferrous, or
ferrous metal), their approximate dimensions and shape,
their depth, etc. The use of cutting-edge equipment by loot-
ers has led to the total devastation and literal “metal dep-
rivation” of a huge number of archaeological sites. In most
cases, the archaeologists and the officers of the Ministry of
Interior are far worse equipped. In this case, the technologi-
cal advantage belongs to the looters. What is more, there
are attempts to present the illicit search for metal artifacts
and the looting of archaeological sites in the country as an
innocent hobby of a group of people, driven by their inter-
est towards history. Metal-detecting societies are created.
There is interest, but of what sort?

From archaeological point of view, the damage caused
by the savage chase of metal finds on our cultural and his-
torical heritage is irreparable. Metal artefacts are taken out
of their setting. The information about their context (what
other movable and immovable cultural valuables they are
discovered with) is irretrievably lost, and thus the possibility
to reconstruct the historical picture. Without their surround-
ings, they are just objects of more or less significant material
and artistic value, but a major part of the information they
can provide about our historical past is lost for good.

In their search for movable cultural valuables made of
metal, such as coins, adornments, weapons and armour,
tools, luxury vases, etc., looters turn their attention to ever-
earlier periods. Along with the worst affected periods like
the Iron Age (the time of the Thracians), the time of the Ro-
man Empire, and the Middle Ages (related to Byzantium and
several stages of the development of the Bulgarian state),
looters turn back to earlier prehistoric periods in search for
metal items from the Chalcolithic and Bronze ages.

As the readers will see for themselves, most of the mov-
able cultural valuables that are part of the exhibition and
the catalogue are metal items from the rich historical past of
present-day Bulgaria.

Ravaging and desecrating the graves
of our ancestors

We are all mortal. After the end of his lifetime, every per-
son takes another path - to the afterlife. Not only in ancient
cultures, but even today, in our over-informed, technologi-
cal, and mercantile society with an ever-shakier system of
values, the beliefs and concepts about the afterlife and the
respective rituals play an important role in the spiritual cul-
ture.

In the past, this part of the spirituality was even weightier.
Offerings for the afterlife were placed in the graves — per-
sonal belongings of the deceased and items to serve them
in death. Often, these objects were more luxurious than
what was usual for the everyday life, and this opulence was
even more pronounced for the members of the higher ranks
of the society and people with specific social status. Beliefs
changed from century to century and one religion replaced
another, but people always sought this balance.

One of the important specifics about necropoleis is that
when certain items are placed in the grave of the deceased,
they are “taken out of use” in the real world. Once put in
the ground, they have much greater chances to survive
the millennia. Even when they were ritually “killed” to be
placed in the grave - in order to demonstrate their trans-
fer to the world of the dead, they could be reconstructed
and restored, as long as they are found in their untouched

context. In necropoleis, various items from the everyday life
of the ancient man come to us intact. It is not like this in
settlements where objects are rarely preserved in their en-
tirety due to active use. This is particularly true for artefacts
of less durable (such as organic matter) of more fragile (like
pottery) materials. These specifics of the necropoleis make
them a desirable target for the looters. Here, the chance to
find and rob artefacts that are intact or relatively well pre-
served is many times higher than in settlements. And bet-
ter-preserved antiquities bring higher prices from dealers,
traffickers, collectors, etc. Probably the most telling exam-
ple of systematically destroyed ancient graves is provided
by Thracian tumuli. They are readily recognizable and easy
to discover, and because some of them conceal materials of
very high cultural, historical, artistic, and material value, in
the last thirty years, most of them were virtually ploughed
up and some were completely destroyed. The fact that
some mounds conceal the remains of the rich burials of
Thracian rulers and aristocrats from the Classical, Hellenistic,
and early Roman Imperial times made them the targets of
brutal assaults by the looters mafia. The necropoleis around
Kazanlak, Starosel, Duvanli, and Chernozemen are just a few
selected examples from the long and sad list.

Just as affected are the cemeteries of the common peo-
ple from the past. There are many examples of systematic
and gradual devastation of hundreds of graves in a single
necropolis in order to loot as many preserved artefacts as
possible. A usual view when visiting such sites are scattered
human bones lying on the ground.

This ruthless barbarism causes the loss of priceless infor-
mation that was preserved until now by the graves of peo-
ple that inhabited in the past present-day Bulgaria.

Necropoleis could provide a huge wealth of information
about traditions, beliefs, material culture, specific costume,
diet, diseases of the ancient population, natural environ-
ment, DNA, etc. — practically all aspects of the everyday life
of our ancestors. It is not about historical or political events,
but about an actual reconstruction of the normal human
life. A picture that cannot be recreated once the sources
of the information necessary for its reconstruction are de-
stroyed. Modern science offer more and more possibilities
for various interdisciplinary analyses not only of the materi-
als of which cultural and historical valuables are made, but
also of the remains of the people that owned them. In order
to preserve our historical memory, the experts that work for
its protection need to investigate the remains of our ances-
tors intact in their natural setting. Movable cultural valua-
bles should enter the museums where the information they

The skeletal remains
should go to anthropological repositories and research in-
stitutions, where the analyses will allow us to learn more
about the development of the human society in our lands.
These investigations should be made with all due respect
to the people that lived before us. When brutal looting de-
prives the society of these possibilities, the loss is irretriev-
able. It is not only material, but also a spiritual loss.

We are all mortal and will leave this world sooner or later.
However, when one witnesses what has been happening in
the last decades — how the graves of our ancestors are de-
stroyed and desecrated and their bones are scattered with-
out any respect, inadvertently the question arises about
what should be the supreme justice to the remains of loot-
ers when they are buried into the ground one day.

A hoard of golden jewelry and a black glazed oenochoe,
Messambria cemetery
The Ministry of Interior officials working on the territory of the town
of Burgas received information that an antique tomb was unearthed
during excavation works within the frames of realizing the investment
project on the territory of the town of Nesebar. Antique gold orna-
ments, collected by the builders and the investors, were found in the
tomb. The investigation of the Ministry of Interior officials revealed
the identity of the people keeping the antique objects. After being
subjected to interrogation, they confirmed the initial information
and handed over the Hellenistic gold necklaces, rings and other orna-
ments found in the tomb to the Museum “Ancient Nessebar”.

The grave finds were brought to the Ancient Nessebar Museum in
the early 2009 with the co-operation of the Burgas Regional Direc-
torate of the Ministry of Interior and the Nessebar Regional Pros-
ecutor’s Office. The gold jewelery was yielded by a cist grave dis-
covered during a house construction in the new part of the town
of Nessebar (the site is within the boundaries of Messambria Cem-
etery Immovable Cultural Property). The cist grave was destroyed
but those who had discovered it stated that it was built from pre-
cisely cut and shaped stone blocks. The find includes many exqui-
site gold personal ornaments, most of them with polychrome dec-
oration: a strap necklace (Cat N2 77), a chain necklace with a central
Heracles knot (Cat N2 78), two solid intaglio rings (Cat NeNe. 90, 91),
appliques differing in shape and size and other miniature elements
of one or more tiaras as well as various types of gold beads of neck-
laces and long strings, which decorated the body and the attire
of the buried woman. An Attic oenochoe (Cat N2 92) brought to
the museum together with the gold jewelry can be used to define
the date of the burial - the decades after the mid-3" century BC.
The exquisite style and the high quality of the jewelry rank them
among the most famous artifacts of the Hellenistic jewelery from
Northern Greece and Asia Minor. Their owner was undoubtedly a
representative of the Messambria elite.

Based on parallels, the cantharos can be dated back in the second
half of the 2" or early 1%t century BC. It was manufactured in a
workshop in West Anatolia Minor, most probably in Pergamon,
Ephesus or Rhodes. The cantoros has an elegant body shape, a low
base and two divided handles. These are not connected to the rim,
but they are curved and end with round pellets (one is missing).
There are carefully made masks of the God Pan applied at the base
of the handles. A horizontal line of a “pearl string” decorates the
areas below the rim, between the rim and the body and on the
base. The walls of the vessel are damaged at two places; there are
also damages on the rim and the base.

In 2015, the Ministry of Interior officials received information that
a treasure hunter living in a village near the town of Smolyan had
found a pot with antique coins during treasure hunting excavations
and tried to sell them to a collector or a dealer. The implementation
of investigation and monitoring of the villager by the police revealed
that a bargain was being prepared between him and an antiques
dealer, the meeting being scheduled in the center of the town of
Smolyan. After being brought for inspection by the dealer, the coins
and the people involved in the bargain were detained by the Ministry
of Interior officials at the time of the transaction, as they fully co-
operated to establish the place and origin of the hoard consisting of
328 coins dated to the reign of the last Odrysian rulers. After the expert
report had been prepared by specialists from NAIM-BAS, the hoard
was handed over to the depository of the Regional Historical Museum
in Smolyan.

The total number of the coins is 328. They are made from bronze.
Two denominations were struck on behalf of the Thracian rulers
Rhoemetalces | and Rhoemetalces II.
At present only eight coin hoards contain coins of the last Thracian
kings are known: seven found in Bulgaria and one in Greece. The
Smolyan hoard is only the third one which is completely preserved;
the rest are scattered. It is also the second one containing such lage
number of the kings Rhoemetalces | and Rhoemetalces II's coins .
The hoard from the village of Gruevo is the only one containing a
larger number of such coins - 449 pieces.
The earliest coins, those of King Rhoemetalces I, were struck
between 12/11 BC and 12/13 AD. The burial of the hoard can
be related to the turmoil in Thrace in 26 AD, when the Roman
military troops headed by Gaius Poppaeus Sabinus, proprietor of
the province of Moesia, invaded the kingdom in support of King
Rhoemetalces II.

Collection of 51 bronze figurines from the village of
Drangovo, Kardzhali region

A large collection of bronze miniature figurines of horsemen and hors-
es, as well as deities of the Greco-Roman pantheon, was detained in
2012 due to operational information received by the Ministry of Inte-
rior about treasure hunters on the territory of the border region of the
village of Drangovo, Kirkovo Municipality, Kardzhali region, surround-
ed by a barbed wire fence through the border with Greece before 1989.
The Ministry of Interior officials established the identity of the resident
of the village, who has discovered a sanctuary of Antiquity in the area
located in the immediate vicinity of our state border. As a result of
the operative and procedural activities committed against the treas-
ure hunter, 39 objects of Antiquity were found and confiscated in his
home. He assisted the Ministry of Interior officials, indicating the exact
location of the sanctuary which was subsequently registered and re-
searched by the archaeologists from the Regional Museum of History
in Kardzhali.

Mi

The sanctuary is situated on a peak on the ridge of the southern
slopes of Gyumurdzinski Snezhnik, Rhodope Mountain. The arti-
facts were found on the rocky surface immediately under the top
soil layer.

The collection comprises five coins (two bronze coins of Maroneia,
two denarii of Emperor Vespasian and one denarius of Faustina the
Younger) and 46 bronze artiafacts, such as horse and horsemen
figurines, three figurines of Zeus, one of Hera, Apollo and Hermes
as well as bronze pedestals, the so-called cult tables. It is worth
mentioning a group of horses and horsemen with extremely elon-
gated proportions, which differ from the typical votive offerings.
For the first time, the votive figures were found together with the
lead which served to fix them to the rocky surface.

The typical features of a certain part of the figurines as well as the
coins allow to suggest that the sanctuary functioned between the
31— 2" centuryBC and the 3rd century AD.

In 1991, the following two extremely valuable exhibits were stolen
from the Regional Museum of History in Vidin: an antique marble
statuette of the “Resting Hercules” type and a bronze head of a
statue, identified as an image of the Emperor Trajan. Both artifacts
are dated to the early Roman imperial period. As a result of
operational activities carried out by the Ministry of Interior officials,
it was established that common criminals were involved in the
criminal case and tried to sell the items or make them subject to
illegal traffic outside the borders of Bulgaria in order to sell them
to collectors in the western countries. A trust deal with the persons
keeping the stolen statue was prepared by the Ministry of Interior
official. A meeting with the criminals was arranged in the region
of southwestern Bulgaria and when the stolen finds were at the
place of transaction, the persons were arrested and the finds were
confiscated. This is one of the first deals with undercover police
officer in Bulgaria.

There was information sharing between the common criminals about
particularly valued and rare votive tablet found during treasure hunt-
ing excavations in the region of Montana and Vratsa. The reliefimage
of god Silvanus is depicted on the tablet. As a result of implemented
investigation, the Ministry of Interior officials received information
that the votive tablet was subject to bargaining between criminals in
the vicinity of Montana. After inspection of the transaction area and
barrage events, the votive tablet was found in an abandoned farm-
house, apparently thrown out of the criminals who noticed the police
presence in the region. The find was handed over to the National His-
tory Museum due to unknown origin and provenance.

Looting Thracian chariots

The famous Thracian chariots are among the most iconic
monuments from the Roman Period ever discovered in
present-day Bulgaria. In this period, noble Thracians had the
custom to be buried with their favourite carriage, a team
of horses, and a saddle-horse. Together with the numerous
luxury grave goods, they emphasized the elevated social
status of the deceased.

A single fact is sufficient to illustrate how rich Bulgaria is
of such monuments and how important are they for the his-
tory of Europe as a whole. Until today, more than 250 burials
with chariots are known from Ancient Thrace (unfortunately,
many of them registered after looters’ activities), while from
present-day Hungary, which is the second most important
area in terms of discoveries of such monuments, there are
only 29 known chariots.

This typical Thracian custom provides the opportunity to
study various types of ancient carriages. The two-wheeled
and four-wheeled vehicles were luxury carriagesimplement-
ing various constructions. They were richly decorated with
numerous metal parts of high artistic value. All elements
were made with great skill. Iron parts were hammered and
esthetically crafted in geometrical or floral shapes. Many
of the functional elements of the carriages were of figural
bronze. There are numerous bronze (often silver-plated)
decorative appliques and statuettes.

Precisely this fact has become the curse of the Thracian
chariots. It is easy to learn the basic principles of the loca-
tion of these precious objects regarding the burial structure.
Knowing these principles and with the use of modern tech-
nology, looters could easily detect an anomaly related to a
large amount of metal. Then, in a most brutal manner (often
for a single night), the parts of the carriage are excavated
and robbed - most often, the looters target the decorations
that are of high artistic value. This savage and unscrupulous
devastation of the remains of chariots brings not only an
irretrievable loss of important information regarding the
burial customs and beliefs of the ancient population, but
also loss of priceless evidence about the construction of
the ancient carriages. Only the systematic archaeological
investigation of such monuments with precise registration
of every detail (literally every single nail) and its position
could lead to an adequate reconstruction and preservation
of the information of the functional specifics and the con-
struction of the various carriages. When they are looted, the
functional elements (usually made of iron) are discarded as
worthless. Thus, when their position and context have been
compromised, it is often impossible for us to reconstruct the
construction and the general appearance of the carriage.

In the last few years, numerous carriages were destroyed
in Bulgaria and priceless information was lost for good. Valu-
able finds were scattered in private collections in the coun-
try and abroad.

Barbarian devastation of ancient
settlements

Humans arrived on the Balkan Peninsula in the deepest
antiquity, already in prehistoric times. Testimonies to the
development of the society during successive ages through
the millennia are preserved in the remains of thousands
settlements and the structures within their limits, scattered
across the country. The layers that accumulated during cen-
turies of occupation contain numerous traces of human
activities — the ruins of buildings and fortifications and all
types of materials related to various aspects of the everyday
life, the economy and ancient technology, the social struc-
ture, the spiritual culture, the rituals, the relation between
man and nature, etc. The rich strata of the ancient settle-
ments could be compared to the pages of a book that need
to be uncovered and turned over with great care in order
not to lose the information they still carry.

This is precisely the great conflict between looters and ex-
perts that try to preserve our historical and cultural heritage
and to investigate it in accordance with the principles and
the standards of modern scholarly research. It is a conflict
with the interests of the entire society, which is not about
individual cultural valuables - the individual artefacts. The
problem is much graver.

While attempting to discover quickly and with impunity
cultural and historical valuables to sell, looters resort to ever
more barbaric and brutal methods for excavating and virtu-
ally destroying entire archaeological sites. For a long time
already, the pick and the spade are no longer the most im-
portant tools, and the isolated pits within an archaeologi-
cal site have ceased to be the harmless testimonies to the
“treasure-hunting passion” of a few members of the society.

The looting mafia works in an ever more methodical and
organized manner. The territory of the ancient settlements
is systematically ploughed up. Often, deep ploughing is ap-
plied in order to move up with machinery the heavy arti-
facts that lie deeper under the surface. There are even cases
in which looters pay the landowners for the right to plough
deep their properties with heavy machinery. The effects are
devastating. Cultural layers and structures are destroyed to
a degree that makes it impossible to reconstruct them and
to extract the information they safeguarded to that mo-
ment. Often, in order to get to one artefact, looters deliber-
ately destroy dozens of others. Sometimes, the ancient set-
tlements are excavated systematically, little by little, and the
vandals move from one devastated sector to another, trying

not to overlook anything of value.

In addition to working with heavy machinery (tractors,
bulldozers, and excavators), explosives are often used as
an easier way to reach deeper to the coveted riches and to
remove the remains of ancient buildings and fortifications.
Machinery is necessary for working faster and for ransack-
ing larger areas and volumes of soil. In the end, the appall-
ing picture of the digs often resembles craters in a lunar
landscape. One of the most drastic examples in the modern
“history” of the archaeological sites in Bulgaria are the set-
tlements from the Roman Period along the ancient fortified
border of the Danubian Limes. A year ago, the Roman settle-
ments of the Limes in Bulgaria were included in UNESCO’s
tentative list. Today, a legitimate question is whether this
measure has not been a belated reaction on the part of the
state, as the scope of the damages caused in the last thirty
years could exceed what our ancestors created for centuries.

The coinage in the city state dates back to the late 12" and
the early 13t century. Silver coins named “grosso” (“large sil-
ver coin”) with a reference weight of 2.178 g and a 950/1000
sample were minted only at the beginning. In 1284 the Re-
public of Venice started to strike gold ducats with a refer-
ence weight of 3.56 g and gold content of 999/1000. The
name ‘ducats’ comes from the title of the Venetian Elective
Life Doge (“dux”). The higher weight of the Venetian ducats
gave them priority over the gold florins minted in Florence,
which had a reference weight of 3.494 g and gold content
of 999/1,000. The Venetian gold coins became international
currency between the late 14" and the late 18" century and
were used within the Mediterranean and the Ottoman Em-
pire alongside the Turkish gold altins. A partial weight re-
duction of the ducats from 3.56 to 3.49 g during the reign
of Doge Francesco Dona (1545-1553) brought them in line
with the florins. The coins were also given a new name,
“sequin’, from the Italian “zecco” (strike, mint coins). The
golden Venetian sequins continued to be minted in large
numbers until 1805, when the city state was already under
the authority of the French Emperor Napoléon Bonaparte
(1804-1814). The obverse of the ducats bears the represen-
tation of the doge kneeling in front of St Marco (the patron
of Venice) who is handing him a flag. Jesus Christ in a man-
dorla (an almond-shaped luminous cloud, a glow of stars)
symbolizing the Holy Transfiguration of the Lord is depicted
on the obverse.

On the cult places, Christian
values and modern living
conditions

Cult places, such as sanctuaries, pagan temples, churches,
monasteries, mosques or synagogues, belong to a particu-
lar group of sites that have been established in an attempt
to make connections between the visible and physical
world and the invisible world and the afterlife. Each civiliza-
tion developed its own philosophical and religious system
of beliefs.

Religion unites people in the name of a certain idea or a
specific goal. It contributes to make up the value system of
the society. All religious communities have their own tem-

ples and took care of places of worship. The temple build-
ings and the cult objects were carefully created and were
received with great respect. They were usually established
due to voluntary donations and the efforts made by repre-
sentatives from all social groups. Therefore, their desecra-
tion and plunder encroach not only upon their material ap-
pearance, but also upon the whole society. They are to be
considered rather as a robbery of the shared history, com-
mon beliefs and social values.

Precious and precisely crafted goods were often laid in
the graves. Unfortunately, that circumstance also makes
them potential targets of robbery.

The monuments of the Christian religion, being the most
numerous and well-known cult objects to recognize are of
particular significance. They preserve and convey a history
of religion professed by the majority of people in our coun-
try even today; furthermore, it is one of the three most wide-
spread religions in the world. This religion is based on the
notion of free will of the human beings and the doctrine of
mercy, humility, compassion and love to fellowmen. It now
has a history of more than 2,000 years and in a peculiar man-
ner unites traditions of the ancient philosophy and culture,
pagan notions and cult practices of different ethnicities, as
well as some elements of Islam.

Hundreds of churches, well-preserved until now, contrib-
ute to the study of different periods of the development of
the Church and various crafts and arts, such as architecture,
liturgy, stonemasonry, artistic stone work, mosaics and wall
paintings. They are designed not merely to have an aesthet-
ic function, but also to play an educational and promotional
role. It is noteworthy that Christianity was introduced twice
in our lands: for the first time within the boundaries of the
Roman Empire, and for the second time within the bounda-
ries of medieval Bulgaria. The Bulgarian church, developed
in the context of growing struggle for influence between
Rome and Constantinople, held an important place in the
religious sphere in the Southeastern Europe. Its autonomy is
a factor for political independence, a guarantee of continu-
ity and legitimacy of Samuel’s Bulgaria during the struggle
against Byzantium and a support of the Asen dynasty dur-
ing the years of the restoration of the Bulgarian Kingdom.
The “Bulgarian Church Question” became an integral part of
the Bulgarian national revival. The role of the Church and
the monasteries for spreading and development of the Bul-
garian language, literacy and history is beyond dispute.

The desecration and violation of churches and plundering
the relics, church plate and icons are well-known in history.
The examples are commonly related to Barbarian hordes
and people of a foreign religion strive to display authority
and power, and desire to humiliate and crush the spirit of
the local population. Nowadays, the situation is quite differ-
ent - the churches are violated in peaceful times by fellow-

countrymen, if not by co-religionists. There are bulletins of
the Ministry of Interior and newspaper columns full of in-
formation for facts and events that surpass many times the
reports of the ancient written sources. However, the crime
is two-sided: on the one hand, the misdeeds of the vandals
and on the other hand, the tolerance and passivity of the
society.

The preserved elements are as follows: a silver concave lid with a
round opening in the middle and an ivory tile inserted in it. It is
round, slightly bulging outwards, with bilateral engraved images
in a low relief.
