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A MEDIEVAL MISCARRIAGE-PROTECTIVE AMULET FROM A PRIVATE COLLECTION

(Summary)

This amulet of unknown provenance was cast in lead and had the image of Gorgon-Medusa with
six snakes, coiling around her head (Fig. 1, a) on its face. A cross is depicted above the Gorgon. On
the back, a vague human-like shape, evidently a figure with outstretched arms and legs is discernible.
A rough cross of two arms the same length, terminating in globules is obvious between the spread legs.
Globules, approximately the same size, shape most probably the hands and the feet of the figure. Other
two isolated globules are represented in the field to the right. (Fig. 1, b). A massive loop is made in the
upper part of the amulet.

The function of the Gorgon Medusa amulets is clear to the researchers and it is a commonly ac-
cepted opinion that such amulets protected the expectant and the young mothers against the demon that
caused miscarriage or other labour problems.

The back representation, however, is unfamiliar. Similar scene has not yet been described or ex-
amined in the related literature. But its reading is not challenging. The human figure is a schematically
pictured pregnant woman and the cross under her spread legs is — VoTEPIKOV GLAQKTOPLOV — i.e.
protector of the womb; such inscription accompanies the cross on another similar amulet from the same
time (Fig. 2).

The amulet is dated back to the 10 — 12" century. The fact that by its representation the amulet
stands extremely close to dozens amulets found on the territory of Bulgaria in that period is a clear indi-
cation that this protective tool against miscarriage was made in Bulgarian lands.
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
