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MORE ABOUT THE GOLD CROSSLET FROM THE MONTANA REGION,
REGISTERED IN THE COLLECTION OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM
OF HISTORY, SOFIA

Summary

The work concerns a small gold pectoral cross, found in the reservoir area of the Mon-
tana Dam and now included in the collections of the National Museum of History (inv. n. 51
876). When the crosslet was published for the first time, it was attributed, though on certain
conditions, to the 14th century. Since then, newly found similar artefacts brought to a re-dat-
ing the cross somewhat earlier, i.e. to the second half of the 12th century. The analogues are
a small cross from the bishop’s burial tomb in the Kalosca cathedral, Hungary and a crosslet
mounted on the silver reliquary pectoral cross (encolpion) from the collections of the Benaki
Museum in Athens, both crosses attributed to the second half of the 12th century.

Besides settling on the correct dating of the Montana cross, the Kalosca find opens a new
discussion about the place where all similar crosses were made, as this question has not been
answered satisfactorily until now. It seems possible in the author’s opinion, that at least the
two crosses — those from Kalosca and Montana, to have been made in Hungarian goldsmith’s
workshops probably as imitations of Constantinopolitan prototypes.
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
