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A FRAGMENT OF A HOARD OF EARLY BYZANTINE FOLISIS,
KEPT AT THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM IN SOFIA

Summary

In 1909, i.e. about a hundred years ago, the then Public Museum in Sofia acquired a part
of a hoard of copper early Byzantine coins, all of them folisis. The finding place of the hoard
remained unknown. The partial find that entered the museum consists of seven coins in total.
Six of them belong to Emperor Justin I (518-527) and one to Emperor Justinian I, struck
between 527 and 528.

All seven coins are semi- or entirely worn. This evidences their long circulation, the
single coin of Emperor Justinian I being the most damaged of all. Apparently, the seven coins
are only a part of some larger collective find, which probably included subsequent and bet-
ter-preserved specimens.
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
