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UNPUBLISHED SIXTH CENTURY GOLD HOARD FROM
THE NATIONAL MUSEUM COLLECTIONS

(Summary)

The work presents three items from a small Late Antique gold hoard, acquired by the National
museum of History in 1997. The hoard is of unknown origin. It consists of two unpaired earrings and a
tremissis of the emperor Justin II (565 — 578):

e The earring of inv. n. 40343 (Fig. 1) is 7.7 cm high, 2 cm wide and 8 gr. in weight.

e The earring of inv. n. 40342 (Fig. 2) is 10.5 cm high, 3.1 cm wide and weighs 19.9 gr.

e The tremissis of inv. n. 40341 (Fig. 3) is 15/17 mm in diameter and 1.53 gr. in weight.

Both earrings are performed in the so called polychrome style in which the color of the gold is
contrasted to the color of the deeply encased precious stones and color glass. Particular attention is paid
to certain elements of the earrings (the crescent of the first and the “eyes” of the second) which to some
extend attributes them as amulets. The mounted polished precious stones and color glass were believed to
reinforce the expected magic-protective function of the amulets.

Having in mind the tremissis, issued by Justin I and the produced parallels to the two earrings, the
hoard can be attributed to the second half of the 6 century. As to the supposed place of production the
hoard items could have come out from some of the numerous Constantinople goldsmith ateliers.
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
