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A NEW MONUMENT OF MITHRAS
DiMITAR STANCHEV

(Summary)

A marble votive plate of God Mithras was recieved in the funds of Regional
Musum of History = Ruse in 2003 year. The left side of the object is un-
spoiled. The main part of the votive plate is divided in three horizontal,
not equally, fields. Mithras is presented with a customary clothing in the
middle and the biggest field. With his right hand The God stabs the bull on
its neck. There is one of twain dadofors - Cautopates. A bust of God Sol
is presented on the upper field and blurred figure of the raven too. Three
scenes are presented on the lower field - Mithras reached out to knelt Sol,
the twain in front of table for a treat and twain again in a chariot.

The presented scenes on the votive plate is not different from other dis-
covered monuments. They are evidence, that the cult of Mithras is very
popular in the garrisons centres of Lower Moesia province.
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
